All purebred cattle must be properly registered with certificates of registration accompanying.

ALL COWS, THREE YEARS OR OVER, MUST HAVE RAISED A CALF THIS YEAR!

Any Bull 6 months or older must have a permanent ring in nose (Beef cattle are the only bulls allowed)

Ear tags or permanent tattoo markings required on all animals for identification.

Animals exhibited may not be removed until after 6:00 P.M., Monday.

Proof of immunization for rabies for sheep, goats, cattle and swine is required and will be checked by the Department

Superintendent.

10. Animal entered the Market Steer Section cannot be entered or shown in any other section.

11. Any animal with an inadequate body condition score will be rejected at the discretion of the superintendent.

12. Any exhibitors that do not follow the herdsman ship guidelines will be removed for the fairgrounds.

13. Beef cattle will be open to out of county residents — Out of county animals will be accepted on a space available basis
with preference given to Montgomery & Fulton County residents first.

14. Beef Rule for Bred and Owned Class-All bred and owned cattle must have been owned at the time of breeding.

Breeder and owner must be the same on registration paperwork.
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15. All Species must be under control by the exhibitor in the show ring and ready area. Animals must not be a danger

to exhibitors or the public. Exhibitors will be disqualified by the judge or Superintendent.
